 Description of Grant Fund

1. We understand the demands of families with multiple children and changing financial conditions. If you would like to be a part of our club, but may be experiencing a financial hardship, we offer financial aid/scholarships to qualified families.

2. To apply for financial aid, simply complete the financial aid form and forward it and the supporting documents requested in the application to: Grove United Soccer Association, P.O. Box 5321, Buffalo Grove, Illinois 60089. The application process will be kept confidential and will be considered anonymously by the Grant Fund Committee. 

3. The maximum scholarship is 90%. We feel that it is important for all of our members to be contributing to the club.

4. Each year Grove United holds a variety of fund raising events to provide necessary funds to allow us to continue to be the diverse club that we are. It is imperative that all families participate in these events.

5. We ask each financial aid family recipient to volunteer their time at our tournament, tryouts, committees, registration, and fund raising events.  Those receiving a Grant Award will be required to serve one hour of volunteer time for every $25.00 of grant money received.  Thus, if you receive a grant of $500.00 you will be required to volunteer 20 hours.

6. Families qualifying for financial aid must meet their financial obligations (if applicable) in the time table set by Grove United. Failure to keep payment promises will result in expulsion from Grove United Soccer.

7. Players who apply and receive financial aid are required to attend practice and games as are all players. Failure to do so on a consistent basis will result in suspension and could result in separation from Grove United
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
