U8 Team Coach Approval: Claver
· Jon Leiter resigned
· Rosenbloom asked if any parents, besides Friedman, might be interested in taking Team Manager role
· Friedman suggested that it’s not needed

· Motion to approve Matt Friedman as new coach for U8 Girl’s team moved by Claver, Seconded by Iverson: Yes - Fiordaliso, Iverson, Hennings, and Rosenbloom : Against - None : Abstain – Friedman
DOC Proposal for speed and agility class and additional trainer for goalie training: Claver
· Budgeted $1,000/season for goalie training – each participant paid $50 to ensure interest – Dave proposed adding trainer because of gap in player ages for the numbers showing – six sessions remain – Additional cost to Grove United SA is $600. Motion to approve additional trainer as a short term fix moved by Rosenbloom, Seconded by Hennings: Yes - Fiordaliso, Iverson, Hennings, Rosenbloom, Friedman : Against - None : Abstain – None Note: Iverson approved with stipulation that this is an interim solution to address the immediate need.
· Dave Hart sent an “Additional Training Opportunity” memo to a limited set of coaches. Hart stated that he did not send the memo to all coaches. He sent directed emails to coaches of teams that he trains and to coaches who expressed interested in advance. Iverson suggested that it is important for Grove United SA to better define its program; as a matter of practice, folks who want additional training should express those desires in writing – complaints should also be in writing. Hart is seeking direction from The Board to determine if he should proceed with offering this training. Board’s general direction is that the DOCs and VP of Girls/Boys should meet to better define the Grove United SA training program. Rosenbloom told Hart that he can proceed with those folks who signed up. Hart will provide a list of attendees to Rosenbloom.

· Curriculum for Indoor Time: Hart provided an outline to Board members earlier today (9/4) – Board needs to review and provide guidance back to Hart by next Board meeting (time frame set by Claver) – Also, decision needs to be made as to whether the time that Hart would like to purchase from Grove United SA needs to be run under the Grove United SA umbrella or if Hart can use the space on his own – There are additional concerns regarding liability for players not associated with Grove United SA.
Proposal to use Arbiter system for Scheduling Referee Assigners: Hennings
· Hennings confirmed that he will use Arbiter system to schedule Referee Linesmen
· Friedman confirmed that cost was included in budget for the year

Proposal for Paying Trainers: Hennings
· Hennings presented proposal for process by which trainers should be paid. In summary, Team Coach, Trainer, and DOC should sign a document that outlines training along with payment schedule and amounts and provide to Treasurer. Proposal was that trainers should not be paid until this signed agreement is procured. Friedman expressed concern in completing the process prior to September 15th; the date he is scheduled to issue next payment to Trainers. Hennings will attempt to develop a document for each team and work with DOC and VP of Boys/Girls to attempt to secure signed schedules. Time ran out for this topic.

· Al Lopez asked if Friedman received registration from for Alex Rachfal – Friedman received check but not registration form – Friedman doesn’t have the registration and suggested that the family complete another. Lopez asked for Grove United SA TAX ID – Lopez said that his team is doing fundraising to travel to Europe – Cost to travel is estimated to be 60K and he requested at least a partial waiver of the 10% share that Grove United SA collects –Iverson asked that Lopez put his request in writing – It will be the topic of a future board meeting.
